· Excelling at working effectively with parents and the school to meet the high standards and requirements of the school 
· Consistently engaging in improving ALL students in the class to advance them to the next level   
· Excellence in the School.
Teachers could exemplify school excellence in many ways including, but not limited to: 

· Serving as leaders in the classroom and beyond 
· Consistently following school rules and requirements 

· Actively participating in all the school related activities and events  

· Sharing their expertise with colleagues 
· Serving as mentors to other teachers 
· Excellence in the Community. 
Teachers could exemplify civic excellence in many ways including, but not limited to:

· Welcoming families to CACC Chinese School and the community 
· Consistently promoting CACC Chinese School 

· Connecting students to the community and public life
· Demonstrating recognition of the role of civic responsibility 
In making decisions, the Selection Committee and the Principal may also consider other factors deemed relevant, such as:

· Diversity of grade level (Pre-K, ES, MS, HS) 

· Diversity of different programs (Chinese or Enrichment) and different types of classes (Dance, Martial Arts, or Chinese classes)
